Greeting,

The Iranian Independent Workers Union has been informed that Mr Noel Washington, one of the
Australian construction workers unions official, goes on trial on December 2, for refusing to respond to the
ABCC officials about a union meeting held on a construction site 6 months prior to that.

We have also been advised that one of the articles of the Industrial Relations law in Australia is to establish
an organization called ABCC, which is a special force and has extensive powers. So, the officers of this
organization can enter the workplace of the building workers and pose every question they want. Workers
don’t have the right to silence when being questioned by these officials and if they remain silent they face
6 months jail term. According to this law, building workers don’t even have the right to talk to their
immediate family members about these interrogations.

Dear Ms Julia Gillard,

The existence of such legislations in your country is a grave violation of the most fundamental human
rights of the workers, and indicates the survival of medieval conditions in Australia. To us, workers in Iran,
it is very shocking and unfortunate to know that, in the 21% century, such laws are exerted in your country
where workers would face jail sentences for being silent when questioned by the officials.

We express our solidarity with construction workers union in Australia as well as our strong protest against
the trial of Noel Washington. We, persistently, request you as the Workplace Relations Minister of
Australia, to immediately and unconditionally revoke the trial of Noel Washington, and promptly, from the
legislation of your country, withdraw the laws that result in setting up of an organization named ABCC.
